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tie have just passed a sig-
nificant milestone in the
life of our congregation. The end of HMarch
wiltnessed the conclusion of the first six
months of our current two~year building fund
efforts ~ Within the next few days you will
‘receive a statement advising you of the state
of our building fund and of your own commit-
ment.

"A man is as good as his word" is a famil-
iar statement that has real meaning for us.
On the basis of this philosophy the Board of
American Missions has made moneys available
for construction of our first unit building,
They accepted ‘'as cash! the commitments we,
as individual members, wmade which totaled
$18,000. They further accepted 'as cash! the
congregational pledge made to raise $21,300
beginning in September, 1962 by replacing the
congregational pledge with individual member
pledses. '

Now that our building is taking shape and
ve anticipate occupancy within a few short
veeks, we dare not slack off on our efforts.
The task is only just begun. We must run with
persistence the course that is laid out for
us. '

Because the Christmas Offerings and the
Ezaster Offerings were placed in the Building
Fund, +the report may look cncouraging. It
may lull us into .a sense of false sccurity.
However, according to word received from the
Financial Secretary, about thirty (30) of our
families are delinquent in their commitments
as of April 30 - the delinquencies ranging
from 5 weeks to 25 weeks., This is serioust

Following reccipt of your statement,if you
are yet delinquent, members of the Steward-
ship and Continuation Committee will contact
Jou. Please receive the nembers graciously.
They are merely trying to help you do what
you apparently intended to do in good faith.
This is YOUR Church. It is to YOUR Lord you
nade a commitment. We mortals are merely
trying to do what our Lord commissioned us to
do - express our love for Hiwm. TWe know that
cach of us desires to do this to the best of
our ability.

We arc deeply grateful for the participa-
tion of our members +to this point. Let us
Inever grow weary in well-doing,!
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The final Service of Holy Come-
munion will be celebrated this
Sunday, May 6 in our present gquarters. The
next Service wlll be on Trinity Sunday, June
17th at which time the new Confirmation Class
will be the first <To receive the Sacrament of
the Altar kneeling before the altar in our new
building.

To date, about 40 of our Confirmed Members
are 'inactive'! in that they have failed to re=-
ceive the Lord's Supper thus far in 1962. Here
we have visual evidence of God's love for us.
Here we have the means by which we grow in our
Christian character. Do we dare to absent our-
selves from God's altar and yet call ourselves
'Christian'? Come, for all has been done for
your salvation. Come, for all has been pre-
pared for your growth in grace.
