REGUIATIONS FOR USE OF THE CHURCH BULLIING

At the June meeting of the Church Council, the Build-
ing Committece presented the following recommendations to
the Council which were subsequently approved and directed
to be published in this issue of the Newsletter. By no

means is this a complete list, nor is it a final list. It

is merely a beginning for our guidance.
I. Use of the Organ:

1« The organ will not be used without prior permission
from the Chairman of the Music Committee, regular
Organists, or the Pastor.

2. Each regular organist will be furnished with a key
to the orgon. A spare key will be kept in the
building.

IT. Suoking:

1. No smoking permitted in the chapel at any time.

Z. No smoling permitted in hallway, washrooms, boiler
room, oOr class rooms, except a room which may be
designated for use for small meetings, and when
ash treys are provided.

IIT, Heating, Ventilating and Air Conditioning:
1. Proper control of heating and air conditiohing
shall be the responsibility of the Property Com-
mittee or properly designated person or persons.

LV. Class Rooms and Kitchen:

1. Any room wused for meeting, or classes, shall be
left with windows closed and locked, floors clean,
and all furniture neatly arranged as found. This
shall be the responsibility of person in charge of
meeting, class, or activity.

2. Use of the pullmon kitchen shall be coordinated
with the elmrch calendar through +the Christian
Service Chairman of the L.C.W. Any group wusing
the pullman kitchen will leave it and all other
equipment used neat and clean for the next user.
